Glossary

Cruise Director
The Club member(s) in charge of the event.

Cruise Route 
The course to be driven to the Cruise destination

Cruise Directions
A map or written directions distributed at the Cruise Departure Point.

Catch-up Points
Pre-determined points along the Cruise Route that allows Cruise Groups to re-assemble

Cruise Departure Time
The only time indicated on the website Event Calendar

Cruise Groups
Groups of 7-10 Corvettes designated at the Departure Point to drive the Cruise Route together.  

Cruise Stops
Points of interest along the Cruise Route designated by the Cruise Director. These should be identified in the Cruise Directions.
Departure Point
The meeting place at the start of the Cruise

Event Calendar
A listing of all Club Functions and other car related activities in this area

Flyer
A special page dedicated to an Event that explains the entire event in detail

Late Interval
The short waiting interval after the Cruise Departure Time for known late arrivals (requires advance notification).  Waiting is not mandatory but will be assumed unless contradicted in the flyer or other advertising for the event.
Walkie-Talkie (WT)
These are invaluable on Cruises. members may also purchase compatible radios for our many cruises/trips.  Talk to the Activities Dir. prior to purchasing to ensure compatibility of the unit you intend to buy.
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Cruise Guidelines

These guidelines outline the basic considerations and actions that may be expected of anyone participating in a Corvette Legends Cruise.  The guidelines are not intended to limit the amount of fun that our Club can have.  They are only intended to provide an orderly process that any Cruise Director may follow to make their job easier and the event run smoothly.  In this guideline we refer to Cruise Director as one person, however, more than one person may be involved.
The Cruise Director’s name will be solicited at a Club Membership Meeting.  The name and phone number will be indicated after the Cruise Entry on the Club Event Calendar.

The Cruise Director will circulate and assemble a list of members at our Membership Meeting that will attend the event.  At their discretion, the Cruise Director may contact other members to determine whether they will attend.  Members that will be attending the Cruise are required to inform the Cruise Directors within the time limits agreed upon and outlined at the meeting.  When possible, these time limits will be included on the Club website corvettelegends.com.  

The Cruise Director will make the necessary arrangements for the Cruise, i.e., reservations for dinner, overnight arrangements at a hotel (blocks of rooms only, individual arrangements are the responsibility of the members that will attend the event).  The Cruise Director will establish the date of the event and departure time and place.  

Advise all members of the following:  Bring hand held compatible Walkie Talkies (WT’s) for communication during the cruise & arrive at the departure point at or near the Departure Time.  There may be a Late Interval (or, if not this must be identified) after the Departure Time mentioned in the Event Calendar or Flyer.  Unless previous special arrangements have been made with the Cruise Director, we will depart at the time indicated.

Certain Cruises will require the establishment of Catch-up Points along the Cruise Route.  These may be established along the route, i.e., “on the fly” when it becomes necessary due to traffic or numerous traffic problems within towns/areas.  This will make it unnecessary for frequent stops after each stoplight to keep everyone in “formation” and ensure a timely arrival at Cruise Stops.  

The Cruise Director will inform the Webmaster of this information for the preparation of an appropriate entry on the website.  Minimum time constraints for this information to be given to the Webmaster is 2 weeks prior to the event.  This is necessary to allow sufficient time for the Webmaster to make the appropriate entries and for the people that plan to attend the event to have adequate time to check their schedules and/or make appropriate plans to attend the event.

The day of the Cruise - the Cruise Director should be among the first to arrive at the departure point.  Basic written directions or an appropriate map of the Cruise Route should be provided for each Corvette.

The members attending the Cruise may be broken up into groups of   5 -7 Corvettes.  At a minimum, the front and rear Corvettes (if there is only one group) will have WT’s to communicate during the Cruise.  If there is more than one group, the front and rear cars of each group should have WT’s.

The leaders will be responsible for keeping the group together and ensure the group stops at the prearranged Catch-up Points.  

When the leader makes a turn on the Cruise Route, she/he should ensure that all members of their group see the turn.  This can be accomplished in many ways, a few examples are: stop just before the turn to allow everyone in your group to catch-up; stop just after the turn if visibility and conditions allow; arrange in advance for the second Corvette in line to drop out of the group and wait at the turn for the last of the group’s Corvettes (this is not expected for every turn).  This procedure should be discussed within your group so that everyone is aware of their assignments.
